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CAMPAIGN HIGHLIGHTS 2007

Shopping centers are uniting to raise the flag across America on Flag Day,
June 14! Star-spangled spirit will unfurl at hundreds of centers across the
nation for An Old Glory *ous Celebration, which rallies shoppers in a salute to
our nation’s flag and the men and women who defend our freedom. The
Veterans of Foreign Wars (VFW) and AMVETS (American Veterans) are backing
the patriotic campaign, led for a second year by the International Council of
Shopping Centers, Inc. (ICSC).

Patrons are actively taking part in the two-and-a-half-week campaign through a national pledge
drive, collecting signatures to fly Old Glory on Flag Day, and participation in community
observances planned on or around June 14. From collection drives for U.S. troops to special
ceremonies, participating shopping centers are hosting a variety of patriotic Flag Day activities to
honor our military, veterans and the American flag. The following overview provides a sampling of
the hundreds of spectacular festivities planned in locales across the country!

Shoppers can donate needed items for troops through Operation Military Pride and the
“Hugs” project. June 5 the Navy Band will play, and shoppers can tour the interactive
“Accelerate Your Life Experience” (AYLE) trailer for an up-close, hands-on experience
with video gaming, The Immersa-Dome™ and more! June 14 the OCSO Honor Guard will
present the colors, a Navy Admiral will speak, and younger shoppers can make patriotic
arts and crafts.

* Lynnhaven Mall
Virginia Beach, VA
Local Boy Scouts, Oceana Naval Base, VFW, and ROTC cadet volunteers will collect shopper
pledges to fly Old Glory June 14. Patrons can drop-off new or used movies for AMVETS’
Operation DVD - - collected covers will be arranged to form the stars and stripes of the
American flag. June 9 the center will raise the colors with VFW and a local ROTC color guard
will perform flag drills.
